Conference Room/Meeting Room Policy

 

Room 409 will serve as the primary conference and meeting room for the Department of Sociology.  Seminars (including grad seminars, the Deviance Seminar, IA Seminar), Department Colloquia, department meetings, committee meetings, project meetings, thesis and dissertation defenses, etc., should be booked into room 409 if possible.  Room 245 will serve only as overflow there are conflicts that cannot be otherwise resolved.

 

Rooms 250 and 251 may be reserved for small meetings that are not confidential in nature (the rooms do not have ceilings), graduate student office hours, project meetings, etc.

 

It is the intention of the Department to retain 245 as a "commons" room.  Room 245 can be used for meetings, thesis and dissertation defenses, etc., if room 409 is unavailable and if rooms 250 and 251 are unsuitable for the meeting.  Room 245 will not be regularly scheduled for meetings.
